By-law No. 922/08

Being a by-law to adopt a Community Improvement Plan
respecting the revitalization, redevelopment, and
enhancement of the downtown areas of Haldimand
County

WHEREAS By-law No0.921/08 passed on the 12" day of May, 2008, designated the
downtown areas of Caledonia, Cayuga, Dunnville, Hagersville, Jarvis, and Selkirk as
Community Improvement Project Areas for the purposes of preparing and implementing
a Community Improvement Plan respecting the revitalization, redevelopment, and
enhancement of the downtown areas;

WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of Haldimand County has deemed it
appropriate to adopt a Community Improvement Plan for the established Community
Improvement Project Areas, in accordance with Section 28 of the Planning Act, R.S.O.
1990, Chapter P.13, as amended for the purposes of carrying out community
improvement through various County initiatives and incentives set forth in a Community
Improvement Plan;

AND WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of Haldimand County has fulfilled the
requirements of Section 28 of the said Planning Act;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Corporation of Haldimand County enacts as
follows:

1. THAT the Community Improvement Plan for revitalization, redevelopment, and
enhancement of the downtown areas for Haldimand County consisting of the text
appended hereto is hereby adopted to form a part of this by-law.

2. AND THAT the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to affix the
seal of The Corporation of Haldimand County to the Community Improvement
Plan for revitalization, redevelopment, and enhancement of the downtown areas.
